Mount Vernon City Pool

2nd Ave. N., Mount Vernon 

The high number of lifeguards, as well as the clean atmosphere, slides and fountains, make the pool a popular draw for those in Mount Vernon and the surrounding areas. Open seven days a week, approximately from Memorial Day to the first day of school.

Bryant Park

Bryant Road, Mount Vernon

  On the west side of town on Bryant Road (just off First Street past the P&P convenience store) is Bryant Park. The large green space is host to everything from soccer to t-ball. It also features a playground and a newly constructed pavilion/picnic facility.

Davis Park

2nd Ave. N., Mount Vernon

  This ample space contains a playground, picnic facilities, a concession stand, drinking fountains, a ball diamond, batting cage, volleyball net and basketball courts. A concession stand and upgrades to the ball fields make it a tournament draw. 

Elliott Athletic Complex

Highway 1 North, Mount Vernon

Formerly known as Mount Vernon Athletic Complex, the park now has the name of community leader and former Mount Vernon mayor Rick Elliott. The park’s well-kept ball diamonds and shaded areas for picnicking make it an attractive place to spend an evening taking in the nation’s pastime. This park also features a playground and batting cage near all of its ball diamonds.
Lincoln Way Park

First Street West, Mount Vernon

The Lincoln Way Park with the Lincoln Highway Bridge is notable for its street lamps and red brick-paved drive — part of the original Lincoln Highway. The bridge itself extends over the railroad tracks and is made of wood on top of wrought iron girders.

Memorial Park

First Street, Mount Vernon

A turn-of-the-century-style gazebo crowns the grassy slope on which the park sits. A Visitor’s Center housed in a donated historic building adds to the elegant feel of this park. The center’s stately Greek columns and rustic stone walls are eye-catching. The park also has playground equipment and picnic facilities.

Nature Park

Seventh Street SE, Mount Vernon 

Hike the trail surrounding the pond or take one of the other trails by bicycle. The water, known as “the quarry,” is hidden by trees on all sides and possesses some of the characteristic limestone cliffs of the region. Now is the  home of Quarry Ridge Disc Golf Course (9 holes) and the Nancy Doreen Huffman Dog Park.
Pres Hill

Third Ave. N., Mount Vernon

Named after the First Presbyterian Church which stands atop the hill, Pres Hill is the town’s sledding hill, located for the past hundred years on Third Avenue near downtown. The street remains unplowed from November to March so snow can accumulate on what is one of the steepest slopes in town. Barriers guard the hill, creating a long run for sledders and snow boarders.

Under Hill Skate Park

Third Street N., Mount Vernon

Under Hill Skate Park was built in the summer of 2002. Local skaters spearheaded the project, doing most of the work in design and fundraising. The park, located just north of the First Street Building, the former Mount Vernon middle school, includes a 50x100-foot skating area, custom-made ramps and grind rails.
