
Parks and Recreation Board Meeting Minutes

The Mount Vernon Parks and Recreation Board met on January 16, 2018 at 5:30 p.m. 

with the following members present: Mike Cranston, Rory Wiebel, Catherine Poduska 

and Loren Hoffman. Absent: Lori Boren. Also in attendance:  Parks and Recreation 

Director, Matt Siders. 

 

1. Approval of the Agenda. Motion made by Poduska, seconded by Hoffman to 

approve agenda. Carried all. Boren absent.  

 

2. Approval of the Minutes from December 19, 2017 meeting. Motion made by 

Poduska, seconded by Hoffman to approve minutes. Carried all. Boren absent.  

 

3. Open Forum:  Each citizen is limited to 5 minutes. 

 

4. Directors Report - December 15, 2017 to January 15, 2018. A pitching machine 

has been purchased for Elliott Park. The Lego Robotics team went to State this 

year. There were no issues with open gyms this year.  

 

5. Discussion and possible action regarding Stonebrook park development. After 

meeting with the City Engineer and City Administrator, it was determined that 

there would need to be further discussion with the developer in order for the City 

to get what they want from the park land. The proposed detention basin is creating 

issues with the park use. Proposed use of the park space include a looped trail with 

fitness stations, basketball courts, playground area and a pavilion with a restroom. 

Hoffman provided the board with a proposed concept plan for the park that also 

allows for storm water management for the developer. Motion made by Wiebel, 

seconded by Poduska to approve the proposed plan. Carried all. Boren absent.   

 

6. Discussion and possible action regarding Spring Meadow park development. 

Skogman will be negotiating with the City on park land and once that is done the 

developer will get it graded, with possible seeding this spring. Motion made by 

Wiebel, seconded by Poduska that the expanded Elliott Park be graded during 

Phase 1 of the Spring Meadows development. Carried all. Boren absent.  

 

7. Discussion regarding ceiling art at Sauter Park gazebo. Wiebel will be getting 

additional information for the board and will bring it back at a later meeting.  

 

8. Subcommittee reports (Parks, Capital, Pool, Programming, and Volunteer).  

 



9. Old Business. Wiebel gave an update on the fundraising efforts for the 

Community Wellness Center. The City Administrator has been working on a grant 

application for this for over two weeks and had it delivered today. Siders was at a 

CDG event today and shared the two added areas (rock wall and all-purpose 

space) that are being considered for the wellness center. The City will be meeting 

with the architect next week to discuss the final design. Siders gave an update on 

the t-shirt designs.
